Highly esteemed International Criminal Court,

Thank you for  your resolution No. OTP-CR-321/13 dated on September 18, 2013. In relation to this we wish to state the following.

In your resolution you point out that the International Criminal Court in The Hague has a clearly and strictly defined scope of function regulated by Articles 6 and 8 of the Rome Statute, and it may exercise its rights concerning issues of genocide, war crimes, and crimes against humanity affecting the whole international community exclusively.

Highly esteemed Court,

The question of how the series of events taken place in Hungary affect the whole international community can be answered only after the carrying out of an investigation. However, leading thousands of people to commit suicide, and chasing hundreds of thousands out of the country fulfils the concept of genocide, in our opinion. Exact numbers can be established only after the carrying out of a comprehensive investigation by a legal authority. Nevertheless, what can be stated for sure is that thanks to our activity displayed so far, illegal draining of money in value of five billion dollars have been admitted. We speak about draining of five billion dollars from private persons in a country where the amount of minimum wages is USD 350 in a month and the unemployment rate is very high, furthermore there are hundreds of thousands of people who work for community work wages (USD 250/month), who have not only been deprived of their possessions, but through the breach of the prevailing rules of law they have been driven to do desperate acts risking their lives.

Highly esteemed Court,

If oxygen is withheld  from a person for 10 minutes, it does not matter how much air is given to him later, and it does not matter that draining of five billion dollars have been admitted, the consequences remained. Without an international investigation those who are responsible for driving a lot people into death can get away without punishment. In order to understand all this we enclose an open letter, and a criminal report we addressed to one of the Hungarian prosecutor’s offices as well as the list of signatures by the persons asking for the investigation.
